Citadel History Notes-December 

 
 
 



 
 
 
 
 

 
To start, we have to figure out who Saint Stephen is to understand why there is a day devoted to him. Basically, Stephen 

was what is called a “Good Jew” in that he was well versed in the Scriptures and history of Judaism and loved to teach the word 
of God. He also believed that Jesus was the promised Messiah, who had just been murdered, and had converted to Christianity. 
For the Jewish community, this was blasphemy.  

 
Stephen was arrested and tried before the Jewish Council. His charges were blasphemy against the Law of Moses and 

against God. He spoke in his own defense. Stephen denounced his accusers for resisting the Holy Spirit and for murdering the 
promised Messiah. His accusers, overcome with rage, took Stephen out of the city and proceeded to stone him to death making 
Stephen the first Christian Martyr.  

 

As a follower of Jesus, he was elevated to the rank of deacon before his arrest and subsequent death. Saint Stephen is 
regarded as the patron saint of deacons for this reason. He is also the patron saint for bricklayers and stone masons. 

 
The feast of Saint Stephen is celebrated on the 26th of December, in Western churches, 27th of December, in the East. The 

feast, during medieval times, was a time when the Lord, or land owner, would invite his subjects/workers, to his home to for the 
feast. The subjects were awarded gifts to honor their loyalty to the Lord or land owner of the estate. By design, this would echo 
rewarding Saint Stephen’s devotion to Jesus at the cost of his own life.
